During this difficult time, youth may be struggling with depression 
and anxiety. Children’s Mobile Response in Hunterdon, Somerset 
and Warren counties are continuing to dispatch and can offer 
remote dispatches as needed for safety concerns. 
 
MRSS offers 8 weeks of stabilization services to youth 3-21. They 
link families to informal and formal supports such as community 
resources and in-home clinicians. Open to support families and 
case manage for 8 weeks. Dispatches within an hour or up to 24 
hours at family's request. All families are welcome to call as all 
services are covered under the Children's System of Care. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

What is the difference between cleaning and disinfecting?  
• Cleaning is the removing of visible foreign matter from a 

surface.   

• Disinfecting is killing the bacteria and viruses on a surface. It is 
possible to be clean but not disinfected, and similarly 
disinfected but not clean.  

 

Safe Grocery Shopping Practices 
When you go to the store: 

• Stay 6 feet away from other shoppers. 

• Don’t shake hands or hug. 

• Wipe down baskets and carts with disinfectant 
wipes 

• Wear a cloth face mask. 

• While waiting and after leaving the store, use 
hand sanitizer. 

• If you’re sick, don’t go shopping 
When you get home: 

• Wipe surfaces with disinfectant. 

• Wash your hands after unpacking groceries. 
When you eat: 

• Wash your hands before eating 

• Do not share plates or silverware with others. 

• Rinse fruits and vegetables before eating. 
If you’re 65 or older: 

• Ask a neighbor or friend to pick up groceries. 

• Check to see if there are hours reserved for 
older shoppers at your local market.  

• See if your grocer delivers and shop online.
